Granite Transformations to open in Kitchener

Get a complete makeover without the headaches of demolition
A new home improvement option is coming to Waterloo Region, just in time for the post-holiday renovation season.
On Monday, January 9, Granite Transformations will open its showroom at 1486 Victoria St. North in Kitchener, just east of Bingemans Centre Dr. On Saturday, January 14, they will host a grand opening celebration with deals, prizes, and a unique food drive for The Food Bank of Waterloo Region.
Owner Tracy Maxwell says they’re coming to town with products and processes that are a little different, and a lot easier on the environment.
“Granite Transformations is about getting all the ‘wow’ of a full renovation without the drawbacks of complete demolition and replacement,” she said. “We save you money, we work fast, we use less material, and we keep waste out of the landfill.”
How do they do it? Granite Transformations' products are engineered and custom built to fit right on top of your old countertops. The company also transforms cabinets through refacing, rather than replacement.

Maxwell says the process leaves more granite – a non-renewable resource – in the ground, simply because less stone is needed for countertop overlays. The countertops also contain reclaimed materials, including post-consumer recycled glass.

“I have a countertop in our showroom that contains visible specks of recycled beer and wine bottles,” Maxwell said. “People love talking about that one.”
Whichever you choose, stone or glass, Maxwell said these countertops outperform ordinary slab granite.

“The material is heat, stain, and scratch-resistant because it’s non-porous,” she said. “You don’t have to worry about hot pots and red wine.”
On grand opening day, Saturday, January 14, from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m., anyone who books an in-home consultation will be entered to win an Artisan sink and faucet. And if they buy before the end of January, they’ll be treated to a discount equivalent to the HST.

“What we’re really excited about is our food drive,” Maxwell said. “We want people to come out to the showroom that Saturday and help us fill all our kitchen cabinets with items for the food bank. We’re filling our cabinets for those who have to face empty ones in their homes.”

The Kitchener Granite Transformations showroom is Maxwell’s second; her family opened their Oakville, Ontario franchise 10 years ago. In 2008, they added Trend mosaic tiles to their offerings, marking the first Canadian venture for Trend Group. 
“People who are introduced to the glass mosaics will find themselves considering tile in the living room or dining room,” she said. “And designers are quick to see the potential in commercial applications. If you want a cure for the ordinary, you’ve got to come and talk to us.”
