Our community stepped forward during this Spring’s Food Drive to help our neighbours right across the Region of Waterloo.  We have “wrapped up” the 2006 Spring Food Drive exceeding our cash goal of $55,000 by over 10%.  And, we came very close to our food donation goal of 150,000 lbs of food with a total weight of 140,000 lbs.  
“Creative food and fund raising events all over the region enabled us to reach our goal,” stated Katharine Schmidt, Executive Director of The Food Bank of Waterloo Region.  “The variety of safe, nutritious food donated by individuals is essential to meeting the needs of our 66 member agencies and community food programs and the over 24,000 people who will need food assistance in our community.”
There were over 120 food drives registered with The Food Bank of Waterloo Region this year.  The top food drive result was achieved by Supplier Pipeline in Waterloo.  With only 19 employees they raised 3357 lbs of food and $340 through creative theme days and events held throughout the drive such as Tiny Tuesday and Thirsty Thursday featuring donations of baby items and beverages.

Area businesses, organizations and groups were also encouraged to challenge their neighbours to see who could raise the most food and cash for the Food Bank.  SBS Technologies has been involved in a Block Challenge each year since 2002.  This year they participated with Geoware Inc., Northern Digital Inc., LSI Logic Corp., and Campana.  SBS Technologies was victorious and so was the Food Bank with 5225 lbs of food plus over $2000 raised in total during their block challenge.
