The Path to Sharing with The Food Bank
Classroom Activity

Objective: To help students understand the role and the importance of The Food Bank within the community.

The sign activity is an active and visual task that will help engage students and ultimately fulfill the outlined objective. The activity pairs well with a school/classroom food drive such as the fall food drive near Thanksgiving.
Resources

· Twelve signs with discussion questions
· 4 to 20 food items (collected during a food drive)

Activity Instructions

1. Divide students into twelve different groups.
2. Nominate one person in each group to hold the sign.

3. Please refer to the enclosed diagram that outlines the food distribution process.

4. Place the food items collected from the food drive with the food industry donations group, community food donations group, food from farmers group, and financial donations group. Please note the money from the financial donations goes to purchase food.
5. The food is passed on from the different donation groups to The Food Bank of Waterloo Region group which is then passed on to the volunteers group.

6. From the volunteers group, the food is passed onto the refrigerated truck group and then the member agencies and programs group.

7. The food is then divided among the shelters and residences group, meal programs group, and hamper programs group.

8. From there, the food is brought to the neighbours receiving food assistance group.

9. Each sign has two discussion questions located on the back. These discussion questions are designed to get the students to think about the food distribution process and make a personal connection to it. 

10. The discussion questions may be addressed at each stage of the activity or at the end of the activity at the discretion of the teacher.
